
YOUTH OF EUROPE CONNECT TO A “RIGHT” NET
Results of the Questionnaire
The questionnaire was completed by the students of Zrínyi Miklós Grammar School in the first week of December, 2014. The number of students participated in the survey is 149. The number of boys: 42, and that of the girls: 107. Most of the students were 17-18 year olds.
96% of the students have Internet access at home and 80 % have smart phones with Internet on them.

To the question ”How often do you use the Internet per week?”, almost everyone gave the ansver „Every day” and the average time spent online is 5 hours a day.

To the question ”For what purpose do you use the internet the most?”, the answers were varied. Most of them use it for messaging and being informed. Equally high rates were given to social media and school work. The fewest points were given to shopping and playing online games.

As for social networking sites, most of our students have accounts on Facebook or Twitter. Only two students claim they have no accounts on any.

To our surprise, half of the participants say they have already met somebody they know only from the net, though they agree that the Internet could be a dangerous tool.

34% have already received an unpleasant message, photo or video that have a false statement. And also the same number of students have received a threatening message.
Luckily, only 10 % have already sent an unpleasant message or photo as a mockery or slander

37% of the students do not normally discuss the things they do online with their parents, while 20 % gave a positive answer.

To the question ”Do your parents supervise your Internet activity?” the answers were as follows: Yes -9,  No-115, I don't know-25. 
Finally, 80 % of the parents do not apply any control or filter.
